It also highlights the centrality to the American understanding of 
citizenship of the independence ostensibly conferred by paid employment.  I argue that basic 
income represents not only a superior safety net in a capitalist economy, but also that it provides 
a foundation for a radically pluralist notion of citizenship that more fully embodies liberal ideals 
than the employment-based notion of citizenship advanced by advocates of conditionality.
